• Texte 1 

Teens and social media: How to nurture good digital citizens 

More and more adolescents are opening social media accounts; last year, 67% of U.S. 
adolescents between 13 — 17 years old had TikTok, and 95% used YouTube, and are 
doing so at a younger age.  
Social media has a lot of potential benefits for youth including entertainment, 
socialization, education, information and community, as well as potential harms, such 5 
as exposure to harmful, age-inappropriate content or contact with adults and negative 
interactions with peers. A key concept here is potential. Even though youth today are 
very familiar with technology, they won’t magically extract all the benefits without 
scaffolding and support. We also can prevent these harms from happening. 
One key factor that my colleagues and I highlighted in the recent American 10 
Psychological Association Health Advisory on social media use in adolescence is the 
need for fostering social media literacy and digital citizenship. We need to do a better 
job of preparing youth early on, before and as they open their social media accounts, 
and give them the skills and abilities they need to create, participate and use social 
media in a safe and meaningful way. 15 

To this end,  Common Sense Education developed digital citizenship materials for the 
United States, and there are several schools in Seattle and around the state of 
Washington that are already implementing and adapting these and other materials 
locally, showing promise of a positive impact on students. […] 
With our translation and adaptation of the Common Sense materials, we teach 20 
adolescents about a few key issues to promote digital maturity: media balance and 
well-being; privacy and security; digital footprint and online identities; relationships 
online; digital drama and cyberbullying; and news and media literacy. We have 
incorporated Social Media Test Drive, a hands-on, educational app that trains young 
adolescents on a simulated social media platform. 25 

Older adolescents report more frequent positive and negative experiences on social 
media than younger adolescents. This is a clear indicator of the need to intervene early. 
Young adolescents are going through puberty and experiencing a lot of changes to 
their social lives and interests. They are very keen on getting their own phones and

At the same time, young adolescents are still more open to parental and teacher 
guidance (compared to older adolescents). Thus, it is the prime time to learn about 
digital citizenship and social media literacy to maximize positive online experiences.

California Schools Will Require Students to Learn to Identify Fake 
News, Misinformation 

Pushing back against the surge of misinformation online, California will now require all 
K-121 students to learn media literacy skills — such as recognizing fake news and 
thinking critically about what they encounter online. 
Gov. Gavin Newsom last month signed Assembly Bill 873, which requires the state to 
add media literacy to curriculum frameworks for English language arts, science, math 5 
and history-social studies, rolling out gradually beginning next year. Instead of a stand-
alone class, the topic will be woven into existing classes and lessons throughout the 
school year. 
“I’ve seen the impact that misinformation has had in the real world — how it affects the 
way people vote, whether they accept the outcomes of elections, try to overthrow our 10 
democracy,” said the bill’s sponsor, Assembly member Marc Berman, a Democrat from 
Menlo Park. “This is about making sure our young people have the skills they need to 
navigate this landscape.” 
The new law comes amid rising public distrust in the media, especially among young 
people. A 2022 Pew Research Center survey found that adults under age 30 are nearly 15 
as likely to believe information on social media as they are from national news outlets. 
Overall, only 7% of adults have “a great deal” of trust in the media, according to a 
Gallup poll conducted last year. 
Media literacy can help change that, advocates believe, by teaching students how to 
recognize reliable news sources and the crucial role of media in a democracy. 20 

“The increase in Holocaust denial, climate change denial, conspiracy theories getting 
a foothold, and now AI … all this shows how important media literacy is for our 
democracy right now,” said Jennifer Ormsby, library services manager for the Los 
Angeles County Office of Education. “The 2016 election was a real eye-opener for 
everyone on the potential harms and dangers of fake news.” 25
